want to see change at your insti-

tution, then you must begin to 

work with all aspects of the cam-

pus community and the upper 

administration to build relation-

ships and create a more collabo-

rative environment for advising. 

Communicate when and wher-

ever possible, your commitment 

to advising students and your 

overall commitment to the goals 

of the institution in regards to 

retention and graduation. Once 

you have created a collaborative 

network across campus, then 

you will begin to be invited into 

Many advisors and advising admin-

istrators struggle with how to 

change their campus advising cul-

ture. Between the various models 

of advising and upper administra-

tion, advising offices are often at a 

loss as to how to institute change 

and make improvements in advis-

ing services on their campuses. 

Our offices tend to be the small 

rudder (in comparison to the size 

of the ship), trying to turn the ship 

in the direction of increased reten-

tion and graduation productivity. 

The balance here is that we 

have to work up to the point 

where the campus community 

knows us, understands our 

value, and is confident in our 

ability to move the big ship 

(campus) in the right direction 

and keep it off of the rocks 

and shoals. There is a distinct 

process here; the advising 

administration and office(s) 

cannot just take the wheel, we 

must work collaboratively to 

earn the right to help pilot the 

vessel, turn the wheel, and 

move the rudder and the ship 

in a certain direction. I would 
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the process so that you can 

have your turn at the wheel. And 

remember, when you get your 

turn at the wheel, realize that 

steady at the wheel, with no 

quick turns to port or starboard, 

will probably work best so that 

everyone stays on their feet and 

no one is pitched overboard or 

injured in the process.

The leadership of the Council on 

Postsecondary Education, the Ken-

tucky Community and Technical Col-

lege System and the public universi-

ties in Kentucky have entered into an 

agreement with CollegeSource Inc. to 

purchase their Transfer Equivalency 

System (TES) Software and to de-

velop a comprehensive statewide 

transfer advising course equivalency 

and articulation system.

U.Select course applicability system.   

By acquiring CollegeSource’s Trans-

and articulation system.  These func-

tionalities provide for increased ac-

cess to institutional specific catalog 

and course information, degree pro-

gram requirements and course equiva-

lency information. The ultimate goal is 

to provide advisors and students with 

increased access to more information 

to enable them to make informed 

decisions about the transfer process, 

transfer degree program pathways 

and Baccalaureate degree completion.  
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
